SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES

1. Accounting Convention:

The accompanying Financial Statements have been prepared to comply in all material respects with the mandatory
accounting standards issued by the Institute of Chartered Accountants of India (ICAI), generally accepted practices
prevailing within the banking industries in India & the relevant provisions of the Banking Regulation Act (as
applicable to Co-Operative Societies) 1949 & The Maharashtra Co-Operative Societies Act, 1960. The Financial
Statement have been prepared under the Historical Cost convention, on the accrual basis accounting with certain
exceptions.

2. Use of Estimate:

The preparation of financial statements is in conformity with and in accordance with the generally accepted
accounting principles, requires bank, to make estimates and assumptions that affect the reported amounts of assets
and liabilities at the date of the financial statements and the results of operations during the reporting period end.
Although, these estimates are based upon Bank's best knowledge of current events and actions, actual results could
differ from these estimates.

3. Investments:
Inaccordance with RBI guidelines, Investments are classified as Held to Maturity (HTM) only.
Investments purchased at discount are stated at purchase price.

4. Fixed Assets and Depreciation:

a. Fixed Assets are stated at Historical Cost, net of depreciation. Incidental expenses incurred on acquisition and
installation of the assets are capitalized as cost of fixed assets.

b. Depreciation is calculated on written down value basis on fixed assets.

c. Fixed Assets are depreciated at the rates considered appropriate by the management which are as under:

Particulars Rate Method
Furn iture & Fixers 15% WDV
Dead Stock, Lockers 10% WDV
Computer & Software 33.33% WDV

5. Advances:

a. Inaccordance with the RBI guidelines, advances are classified in to Standard, Sub-Standard, Doubtful & Loss
assets and provision thereon is made.

b. As per guidelines issued by RBI general provision is made in all standard assets, at rates specified by RBI from
time to time. -. :

6. Revenue Recognition:

a. Intereston loans and advances is accounted for on accrual basis, except for interest on Non-Performing
Assets, which is accounted for only on its actual realization in cash, as per RBI directives.

b. The interest on fixed income securities is recognized on accrual basis, provided it is not in arrears.

Employee Benefits:

a. Bank's contribution to provident fund is charged to profit & loss account as per the provisions of Employees
Provident Fund Act.

b. Bank has opted for the group gratuity scheme of LIC. Contributions paid to the LIC are charged to Profit & Loss
Account.
